The PTPI Youth Mobility Programme is a structured international initiative connecting
young adults with meaningful global placements in internships, academic study, and
community-based engagement.

This programme is being rebuilt carefully and deliberately under the governance of
People to People International AISBL, headquartered in Brussels.

Our objective is to create safe, compliant, and professionally structured international
mobility experiences that build competence, character, and cross-cultural understanding.

2. Current Phase: Structured Rollout (2026—2027)

The Youth Mobility Programme is in a controlled implementation phase.

We are prioritising:
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e Governance before growth
e Compliance before scale
« Partnership depth before geographic expansion

Pilot collaborations are active under signed Memoranda of Understanding with vetted
international partners. Each partnership is assessed for safeguarding, legal structure,
operational capability, and cultural alignment with PTPI’s mission.

3. Who the Programme Currently Serves
Primary Focus:

e Students aged 18+

e University and college students

» Graduates seeking structured international exposure

e Young professionals seeking supervised global experience

Under 18 Participation:

Younger participants may be considered only under documented parental consent,
verified safeguarding structures, clear institutional supervision, and host-country legal
compliance.

4. Programme Pillars

International Internships
Structured professional placements aligned with academic background and career
pathway.

Academic Mobility
Short-term and semester-based study opportunities coordinated with partner
institutions.

Structured Volunteer Placements
Supervised community-based placements focused on environmental initiatives,
education access, youth empowerment, peacebuilding dialogue, and civic participation.

5. Safeguarding, Compliance & Risk Management

PTPI operates under Belgian AISBL governance standards. All placements are subject to
due diligence review, signed Memoranda of Understanding, safeguarding compliance
checks, risk assessment protocols, and host-country legal alignment.
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6. Financial & Operational Model
PTPI does not operate as a commercial placement broker. The model is partnership-
based, governance-led, and sustainability-focused.

Funding may involve participant contributions, institutional cooperation, grant
frameworks such as Erasmus+, and philanthropic sponsorship where applicable.

7. Institutional & Partner Engagement

PTPI engages with universities, colleges, accredited institutions, structured mobility
providers, and community-based organisations. All collaborations undergo review.

8. Why This Matters

Structured people-to-people exchange builds intercultural literacy, leadership capacity,
and responsible global citizenship. Mobility must be responsible, exchange must be
ethical, and impact must be measurable.
